Bone: The “alveolar” bone contains the tosth rools It lorms the teoth
socket and provides the tooth with support.

Cementum: A layer of tough, yallowlsh, bone-like tissue that covers
Dadtia the root of the tooth, it heips hold the tooth in the socket. The
cementum attaches the tooth to the bone by a network of fibers
known s the periodontal igament.

(Nerve) , Dentin: The hard but porous tiasee kedated under both the enamel
and comentum of the tooth. Dantin is similar to, but harder than,
bone.

Enamel: The tough, shiny, “white” outer surface of the tooth that is
visible. Enamed is actually transhecont and reflects the cobor of the
dentin which ks under it. Enamel| s the hardest substance In the body.

Ginglva (gums): The fiem, pink Nesh that covers the bonet and
sufrounds the teeth,
